Visiting relatives at Christmas time
often gives one the added bonus of
sampling unfamiliar beers. This year I
tried Darley, Home, and Ward. If you
think you know the town in which I
was staying, the prize is a crate of
Guinness for the first correct answer
received.

A black mark was gained by the
Robinson Brewery Shop this Christmas
and a chance lost for Real Ale. A
Warringtonian, prompted by the
Opening Times' advertisement, ordered
his beer early in November. But his
efforts came to nought for when he
arrived to collect it on 23rd December,
no pins were available. This resulted in

much disappointment and a wasted
journey. If the selfishness of customers
is to blame by not retuming casks then
I suggest that casks would be returned
more quickly if an extra S2 deposit
were taken, retumable only on
production of the cask within say seven
days. Also if the telephone number or
address of the purchaser were noted,
he could be informed by the brewery of
any imminent shortages.

More bad news for Marston Pedigree
drinkers. Sales at the Royal Oak,
Weston, are low and it may be discon-
tinued. Maybe the economic squeeze
is to blame.

We can all take heart from the fact
that Real Mild is now on sale alongside

the Bitter at J.W.[.ees, Spread Eagle,
Eagle Brow, Lymm. The landlord is
actively encouraging the sale of the
handpumped beers and bar staff now
only use the Keg dispensers if
specifically requested. Ifyou are in any
way dissatisfied with your pint, the
landlord would prefer you to complain
rather than do what we have all been
guilty of at some time or other ie. sulk
in a corner, never to retum.

The Spread Eagle is all things to all
men. A pleasant Hotel for the traveller,
a quality restaurant, or a quiet village
pub selling snacks. If you're a folk
singer, Sunday is your night. While
there is more live music on Friday of

the Honky Tonk variety. But get there
early and don't forget the Mild.

The recent cloud at Tetley (Warring-
ton) had a silver lining for Real Ale
drinken. The choice of beers in the
region was increased by enterprising
tenants and I was able to drink such
brews as M&B and Theakstons in the
most unlikely places.

Most Merseyside 'Walker Bitter'
houses were stocked up for Christmas
with 'foreign' been when the strike was
called off, so the scarce Tetley (Walker)
bitter was not brewed immediately.

Part of a recent branch letter to
Tetley contained the question "What is
the basic difference between Tetley
Bitter and Walker Bitter?" The PR man
from l,eeds was given the job of

avoiding answering it. However, it is
thought by Branch Memben that the
brews differ only in the quantity of
hops used.

If this is so, it increases my fears
that one of the bitters could easily be
phased out gradually.

It is a maze of little
rooms and alleyways. lt sells bitter from
Boddingtons, Polluds and Theakstons
best mild from Thwaites, Old Peculia
Strong Ale, and good food at working
people's prices.

While organising the recent Wythen-
shawe Beer Exhibition and visiting pubs
for inclusion in both the national and
Greater Manchester Good Beer Guides it
became apparent just how many
different beers are available in
Manchester. It has often been our boast
that "Manchester is the centre of the
beer drinking Universe." We have now
conclusive evidence that this is true.
There are over 50 different beers
available in Manchester and not even
London with all its fancy 3Spence a
pint imports can equal that.

This stagger has been compiled to try
and cram the maximum amount of
different beers into the minimurn of
travelling. The crawl involves a

minimum of two bus rides, a maximum
of three or possibly four. If using the
bus a SaverSeven ticket is the best bet.
Alternatively a teetotal car owner may
be penuaded to chauffeur you along the
route.

There are 29 different beers to
choose from, from a choice of 14

breweries in 10 different pubs, so it is
obviously a crawl designed for half pint
drinking.

The starting point of the Stagger is
near the junction of Moss lane East
with Wilmslow Road in pub No1, the
Whitworth. This is a very popular pub
with a choice of Marstons Pedigree,
Burton Bitter and Mild. The excellence

of the beer justifies the inclusion of this
pub in the national Good Beer Guide.

A few minutes stroll along Wilmslow
Road heading away from the town
centre and tuming right into Walmer
Street is pub No.2, the Albert which
serves handpumped Hydes Mild and
Bitter. The pub also has a large turnover
in Draught (Keg) Guinness.

Leaving the Albert head back onto
Wilmslow Road, strbll along at a
leisurely pace (don't want to disturb the
stomach too much do we) until the
traffic lights at Dickenson Raod, turn

left and you will see pub No.3, The
Welcome Inn. This former Groves and
Whitnall pub was saved from demolition
by a petition from its large and varied
clientele. It is now listed as 'an excellent
example of an Edwardian pub.' The
Greenalls Bitter and Mild are electrically
served. (There are folk evenings in this
pub for the CAMRA folkists among us).
Be sure to visit the loo twice in this pub,
not that it has any architectural merit,
but there is a bus ride ahead.

The stop is about fifty yards from
the Welcome on Wlmslow Road or
about 25 yards away on Dickenson
Road. The 53 is a frequent service, or
should be. More often than not you can
wait 20 minutes then five will come
nose to tail at once ( sorry GMPTE,

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that's a slight exaggeration). Travel on
this bus to Belle Vue Zoo main gate on
Hyde Road. Alongside the main gate is
"pub" No.4, Jennisons AIe House. This
establishment is straight from a film set
and was described in Opening Times
No.6 as follows: "The decor is
expensive looking and gives the place
the appearance of an Edwardian gentle-
man's club. You can almost expect to
see Lawrence of Arabia walk through
the French Windows. The been, served

next to Denton Railway Station (occas-
ional trains to Stockport and
Stalybridge). The Queens Hotel is a
Burtonwood house serving electrically
pumped Mild and Bitter. Burtonwood
are a brewery who seem to be keen on
increasing their trade in Manchester as

they have just bought five pubs from
Whitbread (see elsewhere in this issue).

Half a mile further along Manchester
Road are Crown Point traffic lights,
turn right onto Stockport Road and
will reach the Jolly Hatters, No.9, on
the right hand side of the road. This pub
is rare in the fact that it is a Bass Char-
ington pub with handpumps, an even
rarer fact is that it sells all four Bass

products through these handpumPs,
these being draught Bass, Brew Ten,
Best Mild and Toby Light.

Returning to Manchester/Hyde Road
a mile nearer to Hyde is pub No.10, the
White Gates Inn. This is owned bY
CAMRA (Real Ale) Investments Ltd,
a company formed to run pubs selling
traditional beer where they felt it was
most needed. The beers available are
as follows: Boddingtons Bitter,
Thwaites Mild, Theakstons Bitter and
Old Peculiar, Pollards Bitter and Bodd-
ingtons Strong Ale served from a choice
of hand or electric pumps.

Some notes and observations
1). A notable absentee from this Stagger
is Boddingtons Mild. This is available at
the following three pubs on or near the
route: The Nags Head, the Unicorn,
both on Hyde Road at Belle Vue, the
Lowes Arms,400 yards before the
White Gates.

2). The intention of this Stagger is not
for people to attempt to drink every
beer available in every pub. It is meant
to illustrate the wide range of traditional
draught beers avaitrable around Man-
chester. The Stagger is best attempted
making a 5.30pm start and picking and
choosing the pubs to visit.
3). Jennisons Ale House was included
because of the range of four beers in
one place. If the drinker wishes to drink
these same beers in a pub atmosphere
then they are available five minutes
awa! in the foUowing pubs:
Tetley Mild and Bitter, the Rock, Hyde
Road, Belle Vue, (Handpumps).
Wilsons Mild and Bitter, the Cheshire
Hunt, Hyde Road, Belle Vue, (electric
pumps) and the Imperial, Birch Iane off
Hyde Road, Belle Vue, handpumPs and
highly recomended.
4). Some of the pubs have not been
visited by the author for some time as

this crawl was written some time ago.
To the best of my knowledge the beers
and other details are still unchanged.

5). It is hoped that readers of this
Stagger will rack their brains to devise
staggers that cram more beers into less
mileage. Please send these either to the
editor or to me at 7, Warwick Avenue,
West Didsbury, Manchester M20 8NA.
6). Recomended reading:
The Greater Manchester Good Beer
Guide. The Greater Manchester Passen-
ger Transport Authorities Time Table
(and Rules and Regulations)
7). If anyone does the crawl in a night
please write and tell us about it.

pumps are Tetleys Mild and Bitter and
Wilsons Mild and Bitter." Nuff said.
Incidentally, the Belle Vue area is an
excellent one for drinking, with eleven
pubs selling beers from six breweries
available. The area was the subject of a

separate crawl in Opening Times No.6.
Copies available from the editor.

Crossing Hyde Road and walking a

short way up Belle Vue Street you reach
pub N0.5, the Coach and Horses. The
electricaltry pumped Robinsons Mild and
Bitter are exeellent.

Leaving the Coach and Horses return
to the llyde Road, turn Ieft and waik
t/<mile ta reach Gortoncross Street, turn
left and a short wobble will bring you to
pub No.6, the Suberban, a rare outpost
of John Wiilie t ees beerc. The Bitter
dnd lMild are served from the usual Lees
piilar taps.

Retraee your steps to Hyde Road,
turn right and continue until you reach
No.?, the Waggon and Horses on the
corner of Far Lane. This pub, described
in the 1976 national Good Beer Guide
as 'Large, plain and basic', sells beer that
is considered by many to be the best in
the country. Holts Bitter has been said
to make grown men weep. The Bitter
and Mild are served through handpumps.

The remaining three pubs are all on
the same bus route but there is a gap of
about two miles between No.8 and
No.10 with No-9 somewhere inbetween.
Buses along Hyde Road are frequent
and most go all the way to the White
Gates. Any bus with something
resembling Hyde or Hattersley on the
front should be OK. Pub No.8 is about a

mile from the Waggon and Horses and is

to see that the beer is all right. (This is
necessary about every 15 to 20 minutes,
beer can be very sneaky about going off
you know!).
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A look back at the Beer Exhibition,
with Mr Revell on the Greenalls and
Mr Lister caught in that time honoured
pose, conscienciously STILL checking
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Burtonwoods seem to be keen tn put
cask cnnditioned beer into their new
arquisitir.rns arrd Sam Smiths wili do the
same in theirs.

The inleresting point of course is
why are \{hitbreads doing this?
ObriouslS' some Vimto drinking account-
art (pro'lrabiy the Personal Assistant
to the iManaging Director of Chemical
Concoctions and Chief Gasser) has
u,orkeri out that the number of pints
drunk to the pub square foot per unit of
opening time falls short of the required
-1.5716 recurring mean figure necessary
to show an econorhic return (or perhaps
the wa.lls will not take the strain of
plastic bearns).

An1'how Burtonwoods seem to think
that they can make a go of it. Perhaps
a branch visit may be worth while to the
Colden Lion on Middlegate. Afteralt,
South Manchester is not exactly over-
flowing with Burtonwood pubs.

New Feature
Its amazing how rnanY CAMRA

members work in Manchester Town
Centre but never seem to talk about the
City Centre pubs" So in reaction to an

overwhelming nil response o_n other City
Centre pubs, with the New Year upon
us, Opening Times proudly presents the
'Hiccup City Centre Pub of the Month'.
The one chosen for this month is an
obscure one, not mentioned in the
national Guide, it is not easily found
and is not near anywhere in particular
and it is The Oxford, (by Oxford Road
Station) on Oxford Street and it sells
Wilsons by handpumps. The beer is
usually excellent, food range at dinner-
time is good, the service is sometimes
slow but always friendly, and the pub
itself is surprisingly big. So why not give
it a try?
